Terms and Conditions    2026
1. Every candidate to whom a scholarship is offered must fulfil the terms and conditions of the scheme, together with the entry requirements for the third level education course chosen and the course chosen must be an approved course for the purposes of this scheme.  An approved course is a course taken at Level 5,6,7 or 8 in an educational institution in the Republic of Ireland.  The place must be offered for the year 2026.  It is permitted for the place offered to be deferred for one year only.   
 
 
2. To be eligible an applicant must have studied at St. Ailbe’s School for the past two years.   
 
3. Scholarship holders will be expected to comply with the regulations of their college/institution and to undergo every term examination or any other examination determined by the authorities of their college/institution for their course.   
 
4. Any student who receives this scholarship is expected to visit St. Ailbe’s School at least once a year for the duration of their scholarship to speak to current students.  The recipient should also be open to being mentored for the duration of their scholarship.   
 
Value of The Scholarship 
1. The total value of the scholarship is €2,500 annually and is paid in instalments.   
2. Scholarship holders who are required to participate in off-campus placement during part of their academic year as an integral part of their course will have their scholarship entitlement paid in the normal manner. 
3. Scholarship holders who take a year out to pursue activities, educational or otherwise, which do not form an integral part of their primary undergraduate programme will not have their scholarship payments made during their year of absence from college.  
4. Scholarship holders who participate in a compulsory year in full time attendance at a foreign third level education institution as an integral part of an international primary undergraduate programme chosen will have their scholarship payments made in the normal course while abroad. 
a) A scholarship holder permitted to register for a succeeding year of his/her undergraduate study programme while carrying 1 or more repeat subjects will have his/her scholarship payments made while she remains registered, payments will terminate if the repeat exams are not passed within the required timeframe established at the commencement of the academic year.

b) The scholarship holder will be paid the scholarship in instalments by cheque.  The first instalment will not be paid until the registrar of the relevant college/institution informs St. Ailbe’s School/Scholarship Committee that the student has been officially accepted on an approved course and they have been registered at that college/institution.     
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
